High School Suggested Summer Reading 2011

**Required assignment for returning students: To motivate reading, we are requiring that each student read one 

book during the summer break.  The student will then write a book review of one to two typed pages in MLA format 

which includes a summary of the plot, characters, and setting along with a personal response to the book. These 

essays will be due by the end of the first week of school. (Any additional books read and reported on will receive 

extra credit.) New students who enroll after June will be given an extended time frame to complete the assignment. 

Some works are better suited for older students; therefore the works marked with an asterisk are recommended for 

older readers or at the discretion of parents.
